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Abstract: Over the past two decades, the European Union (EU) has faced a mul-
titude of crises of varying scale and intensity. A key element of these challenges
are the serious problems affecting the rule of law in various member states, which
direct the public attention to the efforts to promote the rule of law in the Union
and aiming to preserve it as a legal community and an important global rule of
law actor. Through document analysis and based on empirical research, this article
aims to analyse how effectively the EU deals with its problems regarding the rule
of law policy in view of the existing weaknesses of the legal mechanisms provided
for in Art. 2 and Art. 7 of the Treaty on European Union (TEU). It is argued that
the ambiguous achievements of the Union in terms of the protection of democracy
and the rule of law create challenges not only for the functioning of the EU as a
legal community, but also for its ontological security and identity as a narratively
constructed actor. The underlying hypothesis is that EU instruments in the area of
the rule of law continue to be only partially effective, and this has serious conse-
quences for the organisation’s self-communication and self-narrative as a legal
community. Thus, with the aim of analysing the principal ways to deal with these
problems, the article provides recommendations for possible EU policies after the
European elections in 2024. The research is carried out by using a qualitative
methodological framework, and more precisely of “interpretive process tracing”,
which allows for a qualitative study of the underlying problem, combined with the
tracing of the causal sequence of the analysed process.
